ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS

A. 218 SOUTH WASHINGTON - JICE PHARMACEUTICALS — VARIANCES
RELATED TO BUILDING ADDITIONS — PUBLIC HEARING.

Jice Pharmaceuticals has submitted plans to add on to the existing office and
manufacturing areas on South Washington Street while proposing a 60’ x 100’ metal
building.

The Planning Commission reviewed the site plan at their June 27 and July 25, 2011
meetings. Attached is a memo dated July 27, 2011 from Jay Kilpatrick and Brian
Wegener of Williams & Works. The following variances are requested:

e cxpansion of a nonconforming building in terms of front and side setbacks

e distance from residential lot line (currently 18 feet to 4 feet) is insufficient where 50
feet is required

e the maximum lot coverage is 60% appears to be exceeded with parking lot
improvements

After receiving public comments, the Zoning Board of Appeals may consider the
variance requests.

EXTENSION OF HUNT STREET WATER MAIN — SPECIAL ASSESSMENT —
PUBLIC HEARING.

At the July 5, 2011 meeting the Council established a public hearing to consider the
extension of Hunt Street water main and proposed Special Assessment District. The public
hearing was advertised to include four properties but a property owner at 1060 Hunt Street
has expressed interested in the project. Thus, the Council must conduct a public hearing
tonight and again at the August 15" meeting. A public notice with all five properties must
be advertised and mailed to each property owners in the proposed Special Assessment
District.

APPROVAL OF LIGHT AND POWER PROCUREMENT POLICY.

Attached is a memo from Greg Pierce requesting approval of Light and Power procurement
policy by increasing the spending limit for the General Manager to $15,000.

The Light and Power Board approved this policy at its July 14, 2011. By charter (Section
16.4), the Council must approve the policy.
